NURSERY IMPROVEMENT UPDATE:  
Beginning Fri., Jan. 17, Phase 1 of the Church Upgrades will commence with renovations to the nursery bathroom and new flooring in the existing nursery.  Costs totaling $5,747.62 for this phase of the project and have been taken out of the Children’s Ministry Fund.  
Jan., 17th - Plumber will remove existing bathroom fixtures and rough in plumbing for new fixtures.  
Jan. 18th – Design Committee members will move items from the nursery into the Children’s Church classroom for the interim.  (Nursery toys will be cleaned and sorted and any old or broken toys will be disposed of.)
Jan. 25th - Design Committee members will be painting the nursery bathroom and preparing the nursery for flooring installation.
Jan. 27th – Nickel Mine Flooring will begin work on installing new floors and base molding throughout the nursery and bathroom.  (Expect the work to take between 2 and 3 days.)
TBD:  Plumber to install new bathroom fixtures upon completion of flooring.
Feb. 1st – Design Committee members will move all existing and newly purchased items back into the nursery, so that it is available for use on Sun., Feb. 2nd.
**Please note:  Nursery Bathroom will be out of order for the duration of the project and a sign will be put on the door.
