Scripture Translation Note:  The New King James Version (NKJV) is a total update of the 1611 King James Version, also known as the “Authorized Version.”  Every attempt has been made to maintain the beauty of the original version while updating the English grammar to contemporary style and usage.  One of the most significant features of the NKJV was its removal of the second person pronouns “thou”, “thee”, “ye”, “thy”, and “thine.”  Verb forms were also modernized in the NKJV (for example: “speaks” rather than “speaketh”).  It is noteworthy that the NKJV is one of the few modern translations still based on the “Western” or “Byzantine” manuscript tradition.  This makes the New King James Version an invaluable aid to comparative English Bible study.  The NKJV was commissioned in 1975 by Thomas Nelson Publishers.
